Call to Order

Approval of Minutes 

Motion was made by Commissioner Singleton and seconded by Commissioner Schofield to approve the September 5, 2017 Planning Commission meeting minutes. All voted in favor. 
Business
County Updates

· Commissioner Howard held a Town Hall meeting at which he announced he wanted a Special District added in order to receive dedicated funding for the Freedom area.
· As part of the 90-day review period for the Freedom Master Plan, there will be a public hearing on October 19, and the final decision by the Board of Carroll County Commissioners (BCC) will be made at their October 23 meeting.  
Carroll County 2017 Water & Sewer Master Plan

The County came before the Planning Commission to ask for certification of consistency with the Town’s Master Plan. The Freedom Area Water & Sewer draft maps of Proposed Water and Sewer Service Areas were provided and reviewed. Staff has confirmed that it is consistent with the Town’s Master Plan. 

Motion
Motion was made by Commissioner Singleton and seconded by Commissioner Scheiner to authorize Chair Enslow to sign the Certification to the County that the 2017 Triennial Update to the Carroll County Water and Sewer Master Plan as it pertains to the Town of Sykesville is consistent with the 2010 Sykesville Master Plan. All voted in favor.
Memorandum of Understanding
Formal Approval of the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the County Commissioners of Carroll County, the Town, and the Sykesville Planning Commission was presented. Authorization is requested for Chair Enslow to sign the provided MOU. 

The Planning Commission had requested that the MOU extend through the completion of the development process for Parcels E/F.  However, during a recent Mayor and Town Council meeting, Dennis Hoover, Town Attorney, explained that if further assistance is needed, another MOU can be written and signed at that point in time. The Mayor and Town Council authorized the Mayor to sign the MOU at their September 25 meeting.

Motion

Motion was made by Commissioner Singleton and seconded by Commissioner Schofield to authorize Chair Enslow to sign the Memorandum of Understanding with Carroll County for their help with the technical review of the development of Parcels E and F of the Warfield Complex. All voted in favor.
Updates
7610 Main Street
The Town has agreed to repair the public sidewalk in front of 7610 Main Street. Once that is completed, the owner will connect his sidewalk to the repaired public sidewalk. The State Highway Administration has agreed to remove the rails and repair the road with the approval of CSX and the Maryland Historic Trust. The rails will be stored for a possible art project to be determined at a later time.  
Site Plan Approval Process
Due to the challenges with the approval requests for 7610 Main Street, it became apparent that the process for site plan requirements needed to be reevaluated for consistency. It was discussed at the most recent Mayor and Town Council meeting, and Town staff was asked to research the process for when a site plan is required in other jurisdictions and bring the findings to the Planning Commission for discussion.
