Call to Order

Steve Enslow, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM.

Approval of Minutes 

Motion was made by Commissioner Singleton and seconded by Commissioner Cinkole to approve the February 5, 2018 Planning Commission meeting minutes with two changes. On page one in the last sentence, change the word "Revision" to "Vision" and on page five in the first bullet remove the quotation mark from the end of the sentence. Commissioner Scheiner abstained. All voted in favor.

The Planning Commission is working on revising the Vision Statement.
· Bike-Ped Master Plan
During last month’s Planning Commission meeting the County requested comments from the Planning Commission regarding the text for the Carroll County Bicycle-Pedestrian Master Plan. Chair Enslow requested Town staff to also provide comment. The County received comments from Town Staff and it was noted that the Planning Commission had nothing to add. The County is requesting a motion from the Planning Commission to approve the text. The expectation from the County is for the approval process to be completed by fall 2018. Each municipality will have to adopt the plan into their Master Plan.
Motion
Motion was made by Commissioner Singleton and seconded by Commissioner Cinkole to approve the Bike-Ped Master Plan document as presented. All voted in favor.
Business

Introduction of Concept Plan for the French Twist 

Melissa Clark, Bluehouse Architecture, LLC introduced a plan to add a small enclosure to the back of the French Twist that will enclose a refrigeration cooler. The Historic District 
Commission approved the use of wood for the enclosure. The enclosure would take the space of one parking space. Town staff noted this would trigger a $1,000 parking impact fee.             

                                                                                                                                                    Town staff was asked to confirm the numbers of spaces required for the building and the formula to calculate the number of spaces.
The Planning Commission questions included:

· Will the cooler be attached to the cement pad?

· Why not turn the cooler so that the rectangle cooler sits in the rectangle space? 

· How will mold remediation be handled if the cooler structure is placed close to the building (on the edge of the curb)?

· What is the distance between the cooler and building and how will the siding be maintained if not enough space is provided?

· What is the height of the fence and cooler? 

· A 4 inch pipe between the building and structure may not be sufficient for stormwater management. 

· How close to the line of the parking space does the fencing extend? (Will this impact two parking spaces as a result?)

· More detail on the actual materials being used for the fencing (wood fencing or wood siding). 

· Commissioner Cinkole asked and it was confirmed that the cooler is sitting partially on the curb and noted it would be a mistake due to the proximity to the building.
Chair Enslow requested:

· The applicant provide finishing details of the fence.
· Staff to submit proposed plan to the Town Engineer for review and comment.
· Applicant to address all comments from the Planning Commission and Town Engineer before resubmitting the plan.
Warfield Final Engineering and Subdivision 
The developer is requesting verbal approval for the Warfield Final Plat One – Phase E/F with the agreement the plats will not be signed until all conditions are met. It is the desire of the developer to have the following conditions met by the April meeting in order for the Planning Commission to sign the plats. 
· Property Association Documents (The HOA will be transferred to the homeowners once 51% are obtained) 
· Homeowners Association Documents
· Public Works Agreement with County for Sewer and Water
· Public Works Agreement with Town for Roads and Storm Drains

· Springfield Hospital Traffic MOU
· Carroll County Sewer and Water Covenant
· All necessary Easements 

· Red-Lined Changes (or mylar changes) to incorporate the agreed upon Trail connection from E/F to the existing trail on Warfield Avenue
Sean Davis, Morris & Richie Associates Inc. provided a review of the final comments dated February 27, 2018 from Clay Black, Chief, Bureau of Development Review for Carroll County that included: “Provided the Town of Sykesville is acceptable to note 7 and 15, Carroll County has no further comments and requires no further review of the record plats as all comments have been addressed.” 
Two corrections to the General Notes on Page 1 noted:

· Number 6 - 1289” corrected to 1289’

· Number 15 - Individual is misspelled 

Town staff also supports a verbal approval. 
Motion  

Motion was made by Commissioner Singleton and seconded by Commissioner Schofield for verbal approval of the Warfield Final Plat One – Phase E/F subject to the satisfactory meeting of the conditions outlined in the Staff Report and the February Planning Commission minutes.

All voted in favor.
Chair Enslow requested the Historic District Commission minutes regarding the Patapsco Distillery decision for the white rocks. The chair also requests an update on the Firehouse Creamery sidewalk connection, construction schedule to remove the rails, and fixing the public sidewalk.
For the record, Commissioner Cinkole wanted to note his decision during the February meeting to approve the sidewalk change on the Final Construction Plans for Warfield E/F was a mistake. He went to the site and realized one option for the sidewalk was possible that was presented as not a good option.
Adjournment

There being no other business, Commissioner Singleton motioned and Chair Enslow seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:55 PM. All were in favor.
