Business
Warfield Final Approval and Plat Signatures
The Planning Commission voted to give a verbal approval of the Warfield Final Plat Phase One – Parcel E/F subject to the satisfactory meeting of the conditions. The developers have completed all the required conditions for Parcel E/F listed below. 
· Property Association Documents 

· Homeowners Association Documents

· Public Works Agreement with County for Sewer and Water

· Public Works Agreement with Town for Roads and Storm Drains

· Springfield Hospital Traffic MOU

· Carroll County Sewer and Water Covenant

· All necessary Easements 

· Red-Lined Changes (or mylar changes) to incorporate the agreed upon Trail connection from E/F to the existing trail on Warfield Avenue
It is the Town Manager’s recommendation that Final approval of the Construction Drawings and Record Plats be signed. The closing is targeted before the end of June.
Motion
Motion was made by Commissioner Singleton and seconded by Commissioner Betz to give final approval for the Construction Drawings and the Record Plats for Parcel E/F, the recording of these plats and authorize Chair Enslow to sign the necessary documents. All voted in favor.
Schoolhouse Road Pumping Station Final Plans
On August 7, 2017 the Planning Commission approved the Concept Plan and the Preliminary Plan contingent on addressing the Town engineer’s comments and all County agency comments in the final plan. The developer has satisfied the Town engineer’s comments from the Preliminary Plan and has the approval of all County agencies. The developer is asking the Planning Commission to approve the final plan as submitted. 
Motion
Motion was made by Commissioner Singleton and seconded by Commissioner Betz to approve the Schoolhouse Road Pumping Station final plans as presented. All voted in favor.

Town Updates
The Planning Commission requested an update on the following projects:
· Patapsco Distillery Rocks

The Sykesville Historic District voted in favor to allow the applicant to keep the rocks at 7609 Main Street with the stipulation that he dig out the area so the rocks would be below the level of the sidewalk and would not be able to be washed out.  

· Firehouse Creamery sidewalk connection, construction schedule to remove the rails and fix the sidewalk.

Brad L. Myers, Resident Maintenance Engineer, Maryland Department of Transportation State Highway Administration responded to an email from Staff with the following statement “This summer.” Staff will follow up with Mr. Myers in mid-July about an actual time.

· Minor flooding occurred during two consecutive storms that affected Baldwin’s and Vine on Main. During the second flood, it was discovered the drains near the CSX tracks were clogged. A temporary fix stopped the flooding and a work order with CSX has been issued.

There being no other business, Commissioner Singleton motioned and Commissioner Schofield seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:33PM. All were in favor.
