Call to Order
Steve Enslow, Chairman called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Approval of the Minutes
Commissioner Singleton requested more detailed information regarding the discussion on the recommendation by the Planning Commission to annex the entire Humphrey’s property. He specifically asked that staff include additional information on the discussion regarding the Planning Commission’s desire to include the 1.97 acres in the annexation. Staff agreed to revise the minutes and bring them back to the December meeting for approval.

Staff noted that due to  additional information the Planning Commission provided to Mayor and Town Council regarding the Humphrey’s property annexation, another public hearing is now required, which is scheduled for November 27.  Staff anticipates that the Mayor and Town Council will vote on the Annexation petition at that meeting. 

County Updates
Comprehensive Rezoning
The Carroll County Planning Commission has completed its review of the commercial, industrial and employment campus districts and has transmitted the proposed Zoning Code text amendment to the Board of County Commissioners. 

Freedom Plan 
The Plan was adopted by the Board of County Commissioners on October 10, 2018. Copies will be provided to the Town.

2017 Carroll County Water & Sewer Master Plan 
County Staff are currently finalizing the Freedom Plan’s water and sewer chapters and should be submitted to the Maryland Department of the Environment by February 2019. 

Bicycle-Pedestrian Master Plan 
· Chapter 6, Transportation Alternative, was accepted by Planning Commission on August 29, 2018. 
· Chapters 6 and 7 were submitted to towns and the State Highway Administration for comments.

Main Street Track Removal and Sidewalk Improvements
Staff met with the owners of Firehouse Creamery to review the area of the property that is deemed non-compliant by the Planning Commission to discuss safety concerns and necessary next steps. Upon staff mentioning the improper use of materials (river rocks) in front of the building, the owners explained that they selected such materials because it was more aesthetically pleasing than other material seen along Main Street. Staff reminded the Owners that the materials restriction was solely for safety reasons.
Staff also explained that we have not received confirmation from the State Highway Administration as to when the rails will be removed but are looking into the possibility of improving the sidewalk before the rails are removed. After a lengthy discussion the owners agreed to correct the safety issues, including the removal of the river rocks and creating a cohesive connection to the patio and front entrance, once the public sidewalk is fixed. 

The Planning Commission inquired about the fate of the rails once removed, given their perceived historical value. Staff is not aware of an existing plan from Council or the Historic District Commission but will look into the State’s willingness to give the rails to the Town as well as possible uses.

Town Zoning Map
Although Zoning areas have not changed, staff has been reviewing the map for errors and working with the County on revisions. The County provided a revised map for Staff and the Planning Commission to review for comment. Once the revisions are complete the map will be presented to Mayor and Town Council for approval and signature.
