Call to Order
Steve Enslow, Chairman called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Aretha Adams, Town Manager requested the approval of the November 5, 2018 Closed Session Minutes be held until January noting a advertised Closed Session is required for the approval. 

County Updates
Bicycle-Pedestrian Master Plan 
Chapter 8, Implementation Strategies, will be introduced to the Carroll County Planning Commission on December 18.   Topics of discussion in the chapter are priority projects, funding, and opportunities for construction. A draft of Chapter 8 will be sent to Town Staff for review in late December/early January.

Business
Lerner Property Subdivision and Lot Line Adjustment
The applicant met with Staff in the beginning of this year to explore the possibility of reconfiguring the two existing parcels to accommodate a proposed improvement to the main house that will extend over the existing lot line. BPR Inc. submitted the record plat prepared for the reconfiguration of two tax parcels situated at 7353 and 7355 Spout Hill Road. The Town requested KCI Technologies Inc. to review the plat and provide comment. Comments were received and a revised plan was submitted for approval. 

Planning Commission Questions:
· Will the side, rear and front setbacks be met?
· BPR replied that the existing houses currently do not meet the setback. The parcels existed long before any setback ordinances were adopted. 

The Town's Legal Counsel has no problem with the pursuit of a lot line adjustment by the applicant. After consultation with the applicant and Town Manager, Legal Counsel believes this is the best step forward at this time.

Motion
A motion was made by Commissioner Singleton and seconded by Chair Enslow to approve the Record Plat of the Lot Line Adjustment to the Learner Property as presented. All voted in favor.

Grant Consistency Letters
At times, grant deadlines fall before the next scheduled Planning Commission meeting and prevent staff from submitting applications timely. Staff is requesting the Planning Commission give approval for the Chair to sign any future grant consistency letters for projects that are already in discussions with other boards, Town Staff and Council and are in line with the Town’s Master Plan. Staff will provide grant updates to the Planning Commission. 

Motion
A motion was made by Commissioner Singleton and seconded by Commissioner Zammillo to approve the Chair to sign all future consistency letters. Chair Enslow abstained. All voted in favor.

Staff requests for Chair Enslow to sign two FY2019 Program Open Space Grant Consistency letters for Carrie Dorsey Park Sign and a playground expansion at Millard Cooper Park. It was noted the letters are dated July 19, 2018 to be consistent with the grant application date.

Motion
A motion was made by Chair Enslow and seconded by Commissioner Singleton to approve the Consistency letter for the Carrie Dorsey Park Sign. All voted in favor.

Motion
A motion was made by Chair Enslow and seconded by Commissioner Singleton to approve the Consistency letter for the playground expansion at Millard Cooper Park. All voted in favor.

Town Updates
· The State has completed the removal of the rails in front of 7610 Main Street.
· Commissioner Zammillo resigned his position as of January 1, 2019.
· Mayor and Town Council voted five to two in opposition of the Buttercup Road Annexation mostly due to the recommendation from the Planning Commission to annex the entire property. 
· The Baltimore Regional Transportation Board is currently accepting applications for volunteers to serve on its Public Advisory Committee (PAC) through Tuesday, December 4, 2018.

Approval of the Minutes
A motion was made by Chair Enslow and seconded by Commissioner Singleton to approve the October 1, 2018 Planning Commission meeting minutes with one correction on page one change the word “reprehensive” to “representative”.  Commissioner Scheiner abstained. All others voted in favor.

A motion was made by Commissioner Singleton and seconded by Commissioner Scheiner to approve the November 5, 2018 Planning Commission meeting minutes. Commissioner Zammillo abstained. All others voted in favor.

It was noted that the November 5 Closed Session Minutes will be added to the January Agenda for approval.

There being no other business, Commissioner Singleton motioned and Chair Enslow seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:35 PM. All voted in favor.
