Call to Order
Alex Ries, Co-Chair, called the meeting to order at 7:02 PM.

Approval of the Minutes

Motion was made by Alex Ries and seconded by Nick Sheets to approve the November 15, 2018 meeting minutes as presented.  Chris Sevick, Billy Shifflet, and Dan Anderson abstained. All others voted in favor.
Business

Burkett Park

Jared Schumacher, Circuit Rider/Grants Manager provided an update on the improvements planned for Burkett Park.  The Town was awarded $75,000 from the FY19 Community Legacy Grant that includes a contribution of approximately $40,000 from the Town for a new and expanded playground with poured rubber located in the same area with an expansion of about 30’. The playground will have two sections one for 2 to 5 year olds and one for 5 to 12 year olds and will be ADA accessible from the parking lot to the playground with plans to add ADA equipment in the future. 
The Town also plans to add to the CIP funding for the Park’s path improvements in two phases. Phase 1 in FY20 improvements to the path from the parking lot to the playground and Phase 2 in FY21 the remainder of the path. The playground will be completed first followed by the path improvements. The total estimated cost for both projects is $160,000 to $165,000.

The following Ordinance was shared.
§ 111-2 Prohibited actions against park property. 
No person in a Town park shall:

For-profit activity in Town parks shall be prohibited, except: when a reservation permit is obtained from the Town, or for uses in connection with a Town-sponsored event. All other appropriate licenses, pursuant to the Town Code or other applicable law, must be obtained in conjunction with any uses falling within the foregoing exceptions to such prohibition.

Staff reminded the Committee that any park issues they see should be reported to the Town for Public Works to address.
SPARC agreed to the following Meeting Prep Process:
· Co-Chairs develop the agenda at least 8 business days before the meeting date. 

· Ideally future agenda items will be discussed and determined at the previous SPARC Meeting.

· Distribute the proposed agenda to the Town Staff Liaison and Committee members for input at least 7 business days prior to the meeting date. 

· Final agenda provided to staff liaison at least 6 business days prior to the meeting date. Staff liaison will request attendance availability via email once she/he has received the final agenda.

· The Town is required to provide “Reasonable advance notice” of Commission/Committee meetings. Therefore, the staff liaison will post the agenda to the public at least 3 business days prior to the meeting date. 

· If a quorum cannot be achieved for the originally scheduled meeting, the meeting must be canceled and can be rescheduled for a later date. Reasonable advance notice is still required. 

· Unless in the case of an emergency, Committee meetings cannot be rescheduled on the same day as another public meeting.  This ensures that the public has reasonable access to all public meetings held by the Town.
