Business
Warfield Parcel D Building F – Final Site Plan Review
· Waiting for several Carroll County Agency letters in order to proceed. The developers are hopeful to bring the Plan to the Planning Commission during the November meeting for approval conditional on satisfying all comments. 
· The timing for using the Historic Tax Credits through Maryland Historic Trust has become urgent due to so many extensions. The Developer has been told to “use them or lose them”.
· Once all letters are received, Chair Enslow is requesting a packet of all County letters for the Planning Commission.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The developers are going through the Approval Process with the Sykesville Historic District Commission (HDC) and Maryland Historic Trust (MHT).
· Chair Enslow wanted to bring attention to the comment from Clay Black’s letter referring to (3.) “Roads/storm drains review”. The Town will address as needed.
· Overall Sidewalk Plan notable changes: 
· A continuous sidewalk on Warfield Avenue along Parcel D and angled parking spaces on the other side of Warfield Avenue.
· Overall Parking Plan notable changes:
· On Warfield Avenue in front of Land Unit 4 the parking has been removed from the North side of Warfield Avenue with angled parking on the South side.
· The Commissioners had concerns with the safety of backing into traffic from head in parking on Buttercup Road. In response, the use of stop signs and table tops is planned to help with this concern.
· A handicap parking lot is proposed off of Buttercup Road between land units 1 and 5.
· A parking metrics has been added to the plan.
· Chair Enslow noted the comment from Clay Black’s letter referring to the (5.) “Crosswalk at the bump-out”. The Developer will discuss with Clay Black for clarity, and follow up with Staff. 

Town Updates
Chair Enslow requests plan details for the Master Plan updates and if an outside consultant will be used. Staff will follow up once a plan is finalized.
