Approval of Minutes

Commissioner Betz requested the letter from Carroll County Department of Planning received on October 27, 2016 be included with the minutes. All voted in favor. 
Business
County Updates
The Carroll County Bureau of Comprehensive Planning is working on a comprehensive, county-wide bicycle-pedestrian master plan. The Plan will focus on the transportation aspects of bicycle-pedestrian movements, as well as recreational and tourism opportunities. To date they have conducted background research, and collected data. The Regional Patapsco Greenway (RPG) Project is determining the potential economic

impact of adding shared-use pathways connected to a network of shared-use pathways

between several destinations including Historic Ellicott City. Carroll County is advocating being included in the plan. The Planning Commission requested to receive regular updates on the project.

The County provided the Town a copy of the 2016 Freedom Community Comprehensive Plan.
Freedom Community Comprehensive Plan
Freedom Plan Outreach Meeting Monday, December 5, at the South Carroll Senior and Community Center to discuss public facilities including water and sewer.
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Warfield Preliminary Plan and Pattern Book Presentation
The Planning Commission discussed the list of outstanding issues and potential conditions as it relates to the approval of the Preliminary Plan and Pattern Book. The following is a summary of requirements that were discussed.
Many topics discussed are currently on the list and new topics were added:
Phasing
· Roads
· Development of roads – Provide metrics by acreage and square footage. 
· Need diagram showing turning radius for parcels E/F. 

· New sidewalk on Buttercup Road; should connect to other sidewalks (new and/or existing) for connectivity.

· Need parking counts per parcel in Pattern Book.
· Obtain approval from SHA and Springfield Hospital Center for road improvements.
· Provide plans for parcels E/F that roads will be adequate to handle construction traffic for Integrace property. 

· Historic Buildings
· The stabilization of buildings and infrastructure in parcel D based on metrics.

Green Space (active vs. passive)
· An analysis of the active vs passive recreation land use to determine how much the plan is short.

·  Improvements to Millard Cooper Park could improve visual connectivity.
Stormwater Management
· Master plan for Warfield Park should include implementation strategy, who maintains, and costs.
· The SWM pond for parcels E/F could be an amenity to the park and incorporated into the overall Park Master plan.

· More information is needed on how the active recreation space will be provided. 

· For use of a portion of Warfield Park to meet the stormwater management requirements at the October 11 Mayor and Town Council Meeting, Sean proposed that $50K be provided for the master plan and $150K for the implementation. The Planning Commission is agreeable to the concept but will need to see more details. 
· Liked idea of requesting funds for the maintenance of park improvements.

The Planning Commission would still like to see the 3-D view of Parcel A and B.
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The Planning Commission went through the Pattern Book, noting changes that are needed. The Planning Commission wants the next version to be redlined. The Planning Commission is also requesting a prioritized To Do list from Morris & Ritchie Associates for the November 21 meeting.
Adjournment
There being no other business, Chair Enslow motioned and Commissioner Singleton seconded to adjourn the meeting at 9:47 PM. All were in favor.
